Remember, Ville will 
give you a $25 gift cer-
tificate to Lancaster 
Brewing Company for 
every successful referral 

Being a painting contrac-

tor in Lancaster, I often 

have opportunities to ap-

preciate the Countyôs 

rich architectural heri-

tage. Recently we re-

painted the historic Bow-

mansville Roller Mill. 

This 1740 mill was dam-

aged by fire in 1850 and 

rebuilt into the beautiful 

sandstone structure 

which stands today. Ad-

jacent to the gristmill is a 

sawmill which was also 

added in 1850.  A mile 

long millrace powers the 

mill, which operated into 

the 1950ôs until finally 

closing.   Stewart Kean 

purchased the mill in 

1969 and started a resto-

ration of the building and 

itôs workings until 2000. 

He died soon after and 

his widow donated the 

mill to the Historic Pres-

ervation Trust.  

The roller/grist mill and 

saw mill were placed on 

the Pennsylvania and 

National Register of His-

toric Places in 1989.  

Preservationists Ron 

Funk & Nancy Bell pur-

chased the mill from the 

Trust in 2005.  Currently 

they are restoring many 

of the windows and vari-

ous trim pieces which 

were in need of repair.  

We were awarded the 

painting contract because 

of our experience with 

older properties and our 

willingness to tailor the 

job to very unique speci-

fications, according to 

Jon Russell, this sum-

merôs HPT intern. 

Through the use of infra-

red heat lamps, we are 

removing years of built-

up paint from doors, 

frames, sills, and other 

areas. Re-glazing win-

dow sash and caulking 

all of the repaired & ex-

isting frames to seal out 

the elements.  

It is all operational and 

open to the public  4 

times a year as part of a 

Historic Easement moni-

tored by HPT.  We look 

forward to showing off 

our work during the mill 

opening on Saturday, 

September 10, from noon 

ï 4. Please call our office 

or check the HPT web-

site for details.  I encour-

age you to take this op-

portunity to observe a 

rare piece of history in 

action.
